Statewide Condition Summary
What’s Changed? Much of Middle and East Tennessee received some

precipitation during the drought monitoring period (11/19-11/26), ranging from

0.5” to 1”. This has resulted in no major changes for the week.

What’s New? Drought conditions continued across Middle and East Tennessee.

While parts of Middle and East Tennessee received precipitation, there was not

enough for conditions to improve – though rainfall prevented further degradation.

What’s Next? Forecasts are predicting some precipitation over the next

monitoring period, though likely less than 0.5”. Drought conditions will persist

and may expand in parts of Middle and East Tennessee.
